(or: How to make a Word document work like the Office HTML help files)

This  macrobutton ShowHideShort short text (Hey, you found the hidden text!)gets explained if you double-click on it. 

 macrobutton ShowHideParas ►
This is another type of expandable text. It works much the same, but allows you to type more than one line of text in the expanded link.

The expanded text here is in a special paragraph style, "Long". All the text in this style that immediately follows the MACROBUTTON field is shown/hidden by the macro ShowHideLong.

 macrobutton ShowHideParas ►
The implementation was rather simple. 
The macros aren't very polished, but should do the job for short, simple documents.

Expanding a link makes the document “dirty”.

You can also double-click on  macrobutton ShowHideShort "Show All"/"Hide All" (at the top of the page) to expand/collapse all texts.
 macrobutton ShowHideParas ►
The document is just a simple demo. 
The method isn’t very robust. If you have your Word set to display hidden text, for example, this demo might look like it’s not working. And you have to trust the macros.

Neither would it be too easy to write or maintain large “help like” documents this way. But hey, it does work, and it only took about two hours to clobber it together from scratch.
